If you haven’t been registered in the Registre des Etrangers

(foreign nationals register) of the municipality of Berchem-

Sainte-Agathe yet, the PCSW will still be able to help you

with food parcels and urgent medical attention.

If you are registered in the foreign nationals register of

Berchem-Sainte-Agathe and have been issued with a card

A (temporary protection) or a document entitled annex 15,

you will qualify for all the assistance the PCSW normally

provides (medical assistance, food aid, financial support,

educational assistance, housing assistance, labour-market

integration support, etc.)
